The concept of moral economy has been widely and divergently used across the social sciences to investigate the values, emotions, and practices
that have informed and inspired modern social formations. Taking a broadly cultural anthropology approach, this seminar explores how economics
structures modern lives and social processes.

Im Seminar "Briiche in intimen Beziehungen: Ethnologische Perspektiven" wird der universellen Bedeutung von ehelichen
Beziehungen und den Prozessen, die diese stéren oder Interaktionen beenden, auf den Grund gegangen. Es werden
anthropologische Perspektiven auf die Geschichte und Gegenwart von Scheidung, Trennung, Wiederheirat und blended families
diskutiert.

Die klassische anthropologische Literatur untersuchte die (In-)Stabilitdt von Ehen im Kontext von funktionalistischen Versuchen,
gesetzesdhnliche soziale RegelméRigkeiten zu finden und den Beitrag der Verwandtschaft zum Zusammenhalt menschlicher
Gesellschaften zu analysieren. Frithe Autoren diskutierten hauptsachlich empirische Beispiele aus Afrika und vernachldssigten
historische Verldufe, individuelle Biografien, Emotionen und Praktiken. Erst spat begannen anthropologische Studien, sich auf
die Transformation und Erweiterung von Familienbeziehungen nach der Scheidung zu konzentrieren. Auch nach der Trennung
bleiben Beziehungen zwischen Individuen und Gruppen bestehen. Patchworkfamilien und transnationale Verwandtschaft sind
ebenfalls wichtige Bereiche, die heute von Anthropologen untersucht werden, um Briiche in intimen Beziehungen und den
Wandel von Verwandtschaftsnetzwerken zu verstehen.

Im Seminar werden ethnografische Fallstudien diskutiert, um den aktuellen Stand der Forschung und politischer
Auseinandersetzungen um intime Beziehungen zu ergriinden. Das Seminar findet zweisprachig in Englisch und Deutsch statt.

This seminar will focus on the ruptures in intimate relations, particularly in marriage and other consensual unions, and their
broader social consequences. The seminar will also examine the changing anthropological perspectives on these processes and
how anthropology can help us understand contemporary phenomena such as divorce, remarriage, separation, and blended
families.

Early anthropological studies on the (in-)stability of marriages were embedded in functionalist attempts to find law-like social
regularities and to analyse kinship's contribution to the cohesion of human societies. Later developments in the discipline led to
critiques of this work in that it ignored the processual character of divorce, its historical and biographical dimensions, as well as
women's role in those processes. At the same time, the sociology of the family has become increasingly interested in the growing
numbers of patchwork or blended families and normative concerns about the "stability" of marriages and the family. Today
anthropologists discuss migration and transnational kinship as another crucial area where marital separation is sometimes
salient. Questions concerning maintaining relations over great distances and for long periods are critical concerns in the literature
on migration.

This course will use ethnographic case studies to understand the current state of research on these topics and their broader policy
implications. Overall, the seminar will highlight the importance of considering historical trajectories, individual biographies,
emotions, and practices in understanding the ruptures in intimate relations and their broader social consequences. The seminar
will be held bilingually in English and German.

Course content The clear majority of contemporary social science’s contributions relies on quantitative research. However, quantitative

methods can be hard to understand for students lacking a strong background in mathematics. Motivated by these simple facts,
this seminar serves two main goals: first, allowing students to autonomously update their substantive knowledge by making
quantitative research accessible. Second, enabling them to elaborate the best design to serve their own research tasks. To
fulfill these goals, the seminar will first delineate the fundamental elements of scientific inquiry in the social sciences. Having
defined the essential concepts involving scientific inquiry, the students are guided through some of the most fundamental
social science methods: the comparative, the statistical, and the experimental method. Finally, the seminar will also train
students to deal with applied research, by providing basic statistical skills, such as: producing descriptive statistics, reading
regression tables, interpreting statistical tests, and converting hypotheses into an appropriate regression model.

Students will learn to identify their inferential goals, and to elaborate an appropriate and theory-driven research design.
Students are encouraged to think critically, to detect and to understand the strengths and limitations of specific quantitative

analyses.

Western feminism, white feminism, missionary feminism, carceral feminism — many of us might be familiar with these important critiques
leveled at feminist activism, movements, and theorizing over the last four to five decades. Learning about the emergence of each of these
critiques in light of specific and historically contingent theoretical and global political feminist developments that animated transnational
feminist theorizing such as “women’s rights as human rights”, will be the focus of this seminar. The 1990’s saw an unprecedented increase
of globalized capitalism through institutions of global governance and the proliferation of industrial production resulting from neoliberal
expansion and deregulation of markets and media. Despite specific gender-based human rights protections and burgeoning NGO networks
to enshrine them, the effects of these forms of globalization— growing gender gaps in poverty, lack of access to education, unsafe and
precarious working conditions, environmental destruction, lack of reproductive care, high rates of sexual violence, were borne
disproportionately by women and persons experiencing gendered oppression in the Global South. This created a need for feminists to not
only critically theorize about sites, sources, and structures of gendered oppression, that extend beyond the borders of the nation-state, but
also to critically question how gendered oppression guiding human rights discourse was understood through the lens of the experiences of
feminists from the Global North. Resultingly, transnational feminist theory solidified as a theoretical approach and interdisciplinary field —
the convergence of, post-structural, post-modern post-colonial, decolonial, and intersectional feminist theoretical interventions that
“emerged as a critique of imperial modes of practicing feminism, and its intellectual foundation included a focus on the relationship among
colonialism, racial formations, and gender/sexual regimes.” (Tambe &Thayer pp. 16.)

The seminar will provide participants with an introduction to two interrelated threads of transnational feminist theorizing on 1) the epistemic,
political, and material manifestations of settler imperialism and colonial violence that perpetuate globalized forms of racialized and
gendered oppression and 2) global and local forms of feminist organizing, activism, and resistance that emerged in response to them that
inform feminist theorizing and activism today. By reading texts, listening to podcasts, and other materials, we will engage with topics such
as: the conceptual interdependence of racialized and gendered violence in colonial logics, the hierarchical production of knowledge due to
ongoing colonial structures and violence, the perpetuation of material and epistemic violence through international legal, political, and
economic institutions such as international development projects and human rights, and critical engagements with examples of how the
hierarchical production of knowledge has served to Other and objectify on the basis of race, gender, culture, biological essentialism, and
religion in feminist theoretical interventions and movements.

Course content Australian Aboriginal societies have fascinated scientific and popular curiosity at least since the beginning of the

19th century. Considered by many to be the “oldest living culture” of humanity, they have also counted among those
societies against which any social and cultural theory had to be tested to gain credibility. In this seminar, we will
present and discuss the sociocultural elements that make these cultures unique and provide an introduction into their
particularities and their social organization. Because they have been so fundamental for the anthropological
discipline, an introduction into Australian Aboriginal societies also provides an empirical entry into the social
sciences and humanities in general. The seminar will discuss the influence these societies had on some
fundamental authors and theories. We will also elaborate on their religious system, called the Dreamtime or
Dreaming, as well as gender relationships and analyse how they have evolved in the colonial context. Finally, we will
discuss particular contemporary issues such as the assimilationist governmental policy which has produced what is
known as the “Stolen Generation”, as well as Indigenous communities’ relationships to mining and economic

development.

Lange Zeit waren ‘Interesse’ und ‘rationales Wahlverhalten’ die zentralen Kategorien der politischen Analyse. Spatestens das Heraufziehen
eines ‘populistischen Zeitgeists’ (Mudde 2004), der den politischen Mainstream liberaler Demokratien langst erreicht hat, sowie die
Wahlerfolge links- und rechtspopulistischer Parteien legten jedoch den emotionalen Gehalt der ‘Politics of Resentment’ (Cramer 2016)
offen. Dabei wird bis heute diskutiert, mit welchen Emotionen und emotionalen Mechanismen wir es genau zu tun haben und in welchem
Verhaltnis sie zu Politik und Gesellschaft stehen. In der aktuellen Populismusforschung werden vor allem Emotionen wie Empoérung, Wut
und Hass, die als Reaktion auf eine (vermeintlich) ungerechte Behandlung verstanden werden kénnen, genannt, aber auch passive Gefiihle
der Ohnmacht, Entfremdung und Angst.

Um die konkreten Ausprégungen politischer Emotionen, ihre narrative Struktur sowie ihre biografischen und lebensweltlichen Entstehungs-
und Verbreitungsbedingungen zu untersuchen, eignen sich in besonderer Weise die Erhebungs- und Auswertungsverfahren der qualitativen
Interviewforschung — diese stellen die Interviewer:innen aber auch vor besondere Herausforderungen. Im ersten Teil des Seminars werden
wir uns mit einschlagigen Studien zum Thema befassen und tiberlegen, wie diese Forschung im Rahmen eigener Interviewprojekte
operationalisiert werden kann. Im zweiten Teil werden wir gemeinsam einen Leitfaden entwickeln, mit dessen Hilfe Interviewdaten erhoben
werden konnen. Im Rahmen von praktischen Ubungen werden die Studierenden darauf vorbereitet, zwei eigene Interviews durchzufiihren,
zu transkribieren und kritisch zu reflektieren.

This course introduces contemporary research on development issues, tackling big questions and theories in societal development. The

overall approach will be that of political economy: the intersection between political and economic interests and actors in shaping
development and international relations as historical and on-going processes.

The first part of the seminar part focuses on the political economy of trade and globalization. First, we will analyse the main theories of
trade and the linkages to democracy, populism and conflict. We connect this research to discussions on the backlash of globalisation, the
future of multilateralism and the WTO as well as the increase in protectionism and trade disputes.

In the second part of the seminar, we will discuss the the origins of development with a focus on the ideas and practices that emerged
from colonialism and the post-1945 era. We will then review key determinants and challenges for sustainable development including the
fight against poverty and hunger, population growth, climate change and the cross-cutting topic of gender and development. The course will
thus deal with various dimensions of development, highlighting potential trade-offs between political, socio-environmental and economic
outcomes.

The objective of the seminar is to obtain an overview of the multi-dimensional and interdisciplinary field of the political economy of trade and
development, its key theories, and debates. This will be obtained through the individual reading of the literature as well as the open
discussions during the seminar classes.

What is a crisis and how politics works when we have one? In ordinary times of "normal policymaking" the policy cycle is smooth, there is
plenty of time for consultation and the legislative process follows a pre-determined pace. But when a crisis happens political time and
political space contract or expand according to the magnitude and the duration of the shock. The horizon of what is feasible and desirable
is redefined as crisis-management strategies often require bold action and out of the box thinking. Institutional trajectories may be
disrupted, norms might be suspended, or even worse, civic rights might be infringed for the sake of national interest and security. Crisis-
management and power politics are inextricably linked since the political game never stops, it only gets more complicated and high-stakes
when a shock interrupts normalcy.

Unlike natural phenomena, crises are construed and interpreted by actors in the shadow of limited rationality and incomplete information.
Often, uncertainty prevails and contingent events spin history in unexpected ways. In the brave new world, we live in, crises overlap, and
policymakers must deal with multiple challenges simultaneously. From the war in Ukraine, persisting inflation, climate change and
insufficient energy resources, leaders and policymakers are called to manage a plethora of interdependent crises and arduous policy
tradeoffs.

This course aims at familiarizing students with crises that marked the 21st century and analyze their economic consequences. While the
course starts with theory from political science and international political economy it gradually becomes more applied both in terms of
content as well as requirements, since students are called to apply knowledge, present independently complex crises episodes and
position themselves in the shoes of policymakers in what-if scenarios.

On successful completion of the crisis seminar, students should be able to analyze in an interdisciplinary fashion recent crisis-episodes
and their economic consequences. They will be able to reconstruct crises that marked the 21st century by demonstrating causal roots
that led to them, distinguishing endogenous from exogenous factors, and identifying actors, interests and strategies. Finally, they will be
able to analyze the interaction of political dynamics, identify policy options and produce brief analysis reports for policymakers.

Course content Decision makers are increasingly urged to take data driven decisions. A well-crafted data strategy enables organizations and companies

to drive innovation, understand how to meet the actual needs of their customers and develop successful products and services. Validity,
veracity and integrity of data, but also its easy accessibility, intuitive visualization and meaningful interpretation are crucial for decision
makers. Data insight based on methodologically well-founded surveys is still relevant. Digital data sources, such as web-scraping, social
media analysis, geolocation data from smartphones and the Internet of Things will get more important in the future.

Parties play a central role in democratic governance around the globe. However, many doubt that they are doing it
well. The writings on the wall are manifold: The decline of former core parties, the fragmentation of party systems, the
rise of populist challenger parties, the rise of populist leaders within and past established parties — the list could
easily be continued. To be sure, not all of these problems are a direct results of party failure. To a considerable
degree, parties may simple suffer from the effects of wider societal wider societal trends over which they have little
control.

Also, it is debateable whether or not all these changes really indicate a crisis of democracy. While the decline of the
traditional French parties may not be a problem for democracy, the continuing strength of Le Pen’s political party
certainly is. Similarly, the ongoing changes in the Italian party system may not be problematic, but the tendency to
take refuge to non-party Prime Ministers may be a sign of democratic erosion. Brazilian democracy has been under
severe stress ever since Bolsonaro was elected president even though he was only backed by a minor party but
fought successful social media election campaign. The list could be extended to African or Asian democracies.

Clearly, we need a set of criteria to determine what a 'crisis of democracy’ involves. This will be done in the first part
of the course. Thereafter, we turn to a series of country studies to shed a clearer light on a number of suitable cases.
The core reading for the course will be a forthcoming book on political parties in 23 countries. While a set of
countries has been selected to ensure appropriate coverage of different cases, several additional cases can be
chosen by seminar participants from the countries that are included in the forthcoming book.

This undergraduate course serves as a basic introduction to the politics of climate change. How do governments cooperate to
address and solve global environmental problems such as climate change? Why do some countries enact more rigorous climate
change policies than others?

The course combines international and comparative approaches to climate change politics. It starts off by inquiring how climate
change became a political issue in the 1980s and how governments began to act on climate change from the 1990s onwards. Over
the course of the semester, we will look at climate change governance efforts at the international, national and local levels. Regarding
the national level, we are — for example- interested in why are some countries making ambitious investments in renewable energy,
while others are still heavily subsidizing the consumption of fossil fuels? How can public opinion account for such policy differences?
What is the role of political parties?

The goal of the course is to provide students with a solid basic understanding of the politics and the political economy of climate
change. It draws attention to the latest research and provides students with the conceptual tools to evaluate different policies and
governance approaches.

As this is a basic course there are no formal prerequisites and participation of students from different disciplinary backgrounds is
encouraged. An openness towards and familiarity with basic research methods is generally helpful. Many of the readings in the class
feature quantitative analysis and there will be a short intro to reading journal articles in general and quantitative analysis in particular.

Course content The clear majority of contemporary social science’s contributions relies on quantitative research. However, quantitative

methods can be hard to understand for students lacking a strong background in mathematics. Motivated by these simple facts,
this seminar serves two main goals: first, allowing students to autonomously update their substantive knowledge by making
quantitative research accessible. Second, enabling them to elaborate the best design to serve their own research tasks. To
fulfill these goals, the seminar will first delineate the fundamental elements of scientific inquiry in the social sciences. Having
defined the essential concepts involving scientific inquiry, the students are guided through some of the most fundamental
social science methods: the comparative, the statistical, and the experimental method. Finally, the seminar will also train
students to deal with applied research, by providing basic statistical skills, such as: producing descriptive statistics, reading
regression tables, interpreting statistical tests, and converting hypotheses into an appropriate regression model.

Students will learn to identify their inferential goals, and to elaborate an appropriate and theory-driven research design.
Students are encouraged to think critically, to detect and to understand the strengths and limitations of specific quantitative

analyses.

Pregnancy and childbirth as a process and an event, in most modern nation-states, is influenced by laws and policies.
These laws determine access to reproductive health care services like abortion and family planning, and impact the
reproductive choices exercised. In the past few years in India, there have been a few important legal developments like
drafting of new laws (related to surrogacy) to reinterpretation of existing laws (Supreme Court of India’s judgement on
access to abortion services) which have an impact on the ways reproductive health services are accessed in India. This
course would focus on India and its reproductive health policies and its impact on the ability of individuals especially
females to exercise reproductive choices. The creation of choices and assertion of bodily autonomy is largely defined by
the laws, and the policies of the nation-states and the same will be explored in context of pregnancy and childbirth in
India. The course would focus on the following broader areas (but not limited to):A. Current situation of reproductive health
in India: Statistics and reproductive health-policy evolution B. Pregnancy and Childbirth: Cultural, religious, and legal
meaning C. Institutionalization of pregnancy and childbirth: Success and challenges D. Laws and policies enabling and/or
restricting reproductive health choices and decisions. The course will explore the ways in which the societal norms and
dominant cultural understanding about pregnancy, fertility, childbirth, and female body is reflected in the legal domain in
forms of policies and interpretation of laws. For instance, the idea of motherhood and kinship impacted the recent changes
in surrogacy laws in India. Also, the cultural and societal understanding of gender impact the adoption laws, and despite
the legal recognition of third gender in India, the trans people face formidable challenges to exercise their reproductive
choices. With the help of articles, reports, and documentaries the discussion in the course would delve into exploring the
link between the legal, social, and cultural spheres in context of pregnancy and childbirth in India.

Every student is required to send two
questions for each class that show the engagement with the readings. 85% attendance is necessary.
